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How can I apply for an audition?

Open auditions are held in May each year for entry to the CAT in September.  Applicants must complete and return this audition application form to the address at the bottom of this page before Thursday 16 May 2019 to reserve a place on their preferred audition date.  
Can I find out more about the CAT before I audition?
Attending a Taster Session will help those interested in applying for an audition to find out more about what it is like to be a CAT Student.  Taster Sessions are an opportunity to take part in a contemporary class and watch current CAT students in rehearsals.  Students and parents are also invited to a short presentation about the CAT, which will conclude with a question and answer session.

What happens at a CAT audition?

There are two stages to the CAT audition process.  Applicants will attend a First Stage Open Audition that will consist of a short ballet class and a contemporary technique and creative movement class.  Applicants will receive a letter no later than two weeks after the First Stage Audition to inform them whether or not they were successful at this stage.

Applicants who are successful at the First Stage Audition will then be invited to a Second Stage Audition, where they will take part in another classical and contemporary dance class.  A list of names will be put up straight after this audition class to indicate which applicants have been asked to stay behind for an interview.  Interviews will take place with the Head of the Centre for Advanced Training.  Applicants may also be required to undergo a physical screening with the CAT Physiotherapist to check their long-term suitability for contemporary dance training at this level.  Applicants must be accompanied by a parent or carer during the interview and physical screening process. 
We will inform all second stage candidates, by letter, no later than Tuesday 28 June 2019 whether, or not, they will be offered a place at the CAT for September.  Successful applicants will be invited to a CAT Induction, which will take place Monday 22 and Tuesday 23 July 2019.
