We want to mark this celebration by offering commissions to support the creation of 10 short pieces of work, duration of up to 5 minutes each, which represent the relationship dance artists and creators have had, currently have or will have with Dance City - Past, Present, or Future.

The 10 commissioned pieces will be premiered at Dance City in a festival of short dance works in October 2015 called Dance Edits.

Commission 3 – work for children, young people and families (details to be launched 24th October)
Co commission with Theatre Hullabaloo

To be presented at the Take Off festival in Durham and Dance City in October 2015.
The work is to be of 20 minutes in duration and at scratch level only.

All commissions encourage early career and more established artists to develop new work or take the next step in their career.  Our focus is supporting those who need our help most.  We do not support those who are in receipt of significant other funding, such as those who are part of the Arts Council England National Portfolio.
Commissioned artists receive financial and in-kind support from Dance City, including support and advice on rehearsal space, technical, marketing, budgeting and production as well as mentoring. 
Dance City will be Executive Producer on all commissions.  As Executive Producer Dance City will have a role in ensuring the work fulfils the objectives of the commission award both artistically and in business terms.
