Re: PULSE 2018 and Dance City Sub-Regional Pulse Platform

I am writing to inform you about PULSE 2018, a series of events that celebrate the best in youth dance across the region. It provides groups (schools and community) with the opportunity to perform in a professional space local to them, be inspired, see each other’s work and acknowledge the talent of young creators and performers. 
The PULSE 2018 Sub-Regional Platforms also offer progression route opportunities; groups of young people aged 11 to 19 (and disabled young people up to the age of 24) can opt to be part of a selection process to represent the North East at the Dance City Regional Pulse Platform which follows the Pulse events and then at National level as U.Dance 2018 hosts a celebration festival in Surrey in July.  
At each of the Sub Regional events (from groups who have ‘opted in’), one or two are selected to perform at Dance City’s Regional Pulse Platform and from this event a National Panel select a further one to represent the North East in July.  These stages are purely optional and so groups can use the sub regional event as just a performance platform if they wish to (see dates below).   We are especially keen to receive applications from groups which include disabled dancers and are working to ensure the festival is inclusive and fully accessible.

The aims of Pulse are to:
*Develop relationships between Dance City, Dance Hubs and other youth dance groups/ schools 
*Provide a platform for groups to celebrate their achievements in dance

*To bring groups together in a unique and special event

*To raise aspirations

*To enhance and inform dance practice

*To enable the young people to represent their group and instil a sense of pride and achievement irrespective of ability 

*To actively encourage cooperation and participation between groups

*To provide an opportunity for progression pathways into a National Event if desired
